Consultation on the Cathedral’s Future Sustainability 

Chapter has begun a consultation about how we secure the Cathedral’s long-

term financial sustainability in the face of rising running and maintenance costs. 

As an independent charity responsible for funding our own ministry and the 

care of this building, we must plan responsibly for the future. This consultation 

explores whether visitor income might play a stronger role within a wider 

sustainability plan, including the potential introduction of a charged entry fee for 

visitors.  No decisions have been taken. Our vocation as a place of worship 

remains unchanged, and access for prayer and services is not under review.
