Faith in Crime Fiction
From the Golden Age to current day, crime fiction has drawn upon Christian
stories and themes such as justice, redemption, innocence, and the prophetic
voice; some of these books even feature a clerical detective. Canon Georgina
Byrne, formerly a Residentiary Canon here in Worcester and now teaching
Christian doctrine and contextual theology at The Queen’s Foundation,
Birmingham is also (writing as Georgina Clarke) the acclaimed author of the
